FPCA has always been a globally minded church sup-

porting international mission work throughout the years.  

Through financial and people resources (i.e. internation-

al mission trips), we seek to live and proclaim the whole 

gospel for the whole world.    As you know, we have 

been growing in worship attendance and new members.  

We should celebrate that growth.  But we should also 

take time and recognize and celebrate the people God is 

bringing into this fellowship.  I always tell new mem-

bers, “Don’t think of it as you joining us.  But think of it 

as us joining you.  We don’t want you to be like us.  We 

want to be more like Jesus together.  In fact, we need 

you to become more like Jesus.”

Of those thirty-five, 52% are white/Anglo and 48% rep-

resent a variety of other cultural and ethnic back-

grounds.  What we are seeing emerge in our congrega-

tion is a more diverse and global community right 

where we live and worship. 

 

We are indeed becoming (and have been becoming) a 

global and multi-cultural church.  Think about this: we 

are from Pakistan, Germany, South Africa, France, Sier-

ra Leone, Liberia, Syria, Ghana, Puerto Rico, Burma, 

England, Lebanon, Cameroon, Eritrea, Netherlands, 

Canada, Ireland, Egypt, and Scotland. We are Korean 

Americans, African Americans, Middle Eastern Ameri-

cans, Taiwanese Americans, and Native Americans.  We 

are people coming from East and West, North and South 

to sit at table in the Kingdom of God. (Luke 13:29) By 

the way, if we are missing any countries or backgrounds 

in this list, we would like to know! 

 

This is definitely cause for celebration, but it is also 

cause for a deeper intentionality in terms of who God is 

calling us to be.  How are we honoring our growing 

global and multi-cultural identity?  How do we  continue 

to foster a congregational climate that allows all people 

who desire  to follow Jesus the space to do so?  What 

should our worship life, discipleship life, and missional 

life look like in light of this emerging diversity? 

 

In a few weeks, Elder Sam Moussa (Chair of the Multi-

Cultural Team) and I will be convening our first 

lunchtime conversation (Sunday, November 27, 11:30 

a.m. -1:00 p.m. in Room 115) to facilitate a discussion 

around some of these critical questions. We will be per-

sonally inviting individuals who reflect our global and 

multi-cultural strength for dialogue and action.  We 

would also like to encourage individuals who would like 

to participate in such a discussion by contacting me via 

email no later than November 15.
