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P A S T O R A L  R E F L E C T I O N S    

     When driving into the church campus from Tilgh-

man Street, you may have noticed an area near the sanc-

tuary blocked off by caution tape.  Why is that?  Well… 
 

     We have a sinkhole!  The Valley is known for them, 

being an area of limestone and other carbonate rock.  

They appear suddenly.  When I walked by there one 

morning, everything was fine.  By the afternoon, one of 

our custodians was telling me this opening had ap-

peared.  No doubt recent storms helped push things past 

the tipping point. 
 

     As soon as I heard, I went to take a look.  The two of 

us stood near the opening, being careful not to become a 

resident of this underground grotto.  Thoughts were run-

ning through my mind:  “Everything looked fine on the 

surface.  What caused this earthly wound?  Will it get 

bigger?  How do we repair it?  Who will do that?”   
 

     Now with the right people to do the job, all will be 

well.  I’m learning more about these things than I ever 

wanted.  But later that day, as I reflected on this event, 

these questions suddenly became personal for me, nos-

ing around in my life in ways I at first resisted, but in 

the end I am glad I “caved into.”  (I couldn’t help but 

say that.) 
 

     They prompted reflection on my own experience.  

There have been times for me when, on the surface, I 

have projected the image that everything’s fine.  But to 

be honest, deep within it’s not the case.  Beneath that 

façade there are times when part of me has eroded 

away; I am left feeling hollow and empty.  It only takes 

one more storm of life to lay bare those wounds, and in 

my vulnerability I am forced to acknowledge the situa-

tion for what it is.  What will fill that void and restore 

me?  
 

     I think that last question is the critical one for all of 

us.  Often we turn to things which provide a panacea:  

our work, our hobbies, perhaps the liquor cabinet, or 

some of the old moral maxims (keep a stiff upper lip).  

But they’re primarily diversions; the emptiness is still 

there.  In my own experience, I find that it’s only when I 

get to the point of admitting that it’s more than I can 

handle on my own that I turn a corner.   
 

     And what I find there – whether it be through the 

trusted friend, spiritual director, or counselor whom I 

finally allow to walk with me…or my own prayer and 

meditation – is that there is a divine presence which has 

been walking with me too, struggling to become known 

and to bring healing to my life.  It is there that I find my 

deepest needs met, and what I need to fill the emptiness 

in a satisfying way, so that I can move forward.   
 

     I have no idea why I’m continually surprised by this.  

After a few of these experiences, you’d think I’d learn to 

trust in the faithful presence of God.  I guess I’ve just 

found a new growing edge.  What’s yours?  I invite you 

to make time in life to be surprised by God in new ways 

as well.

A very meaningful ministry of our church is the Prayer 

Shawl Ministry.  Three groups of about a dozen women 

meet in each group.  They  

get together and knit shawls  

for people and they pray as  

they knit.  When a shawl is  

finished, they pass it around  

and pray over it.  Before it  

is given away, they attach a  

card with each knitter’s  

name and a prayer listed on the card.  These shawls are 

given to those who have lost a spouse or are in the hospi-

tal or who have cancer.  Many recipients say they have 

felt the power of God and the prayers and feel comforted 

by the shawl when they wear it.  It is a hands-on ministry 

that brings comfort to everyone involved. 
 

One experience Sharon Benson had was each month visit-

ing a 90+ year old man who always wore his prayer shawl 

on his shoulders.   He knew the woman who had made the 

shawl for him but one day when visiting the nursing 

home, he told Sharon the shawl was missing.   After look-

ing everywhere she promised to get him a new one as 

quickly as possible.  Soon thereafter he started receiving 

Hospice Care and was confined to bed.  She brought him 

a new shawl and he nodded in appreciation and put his 

hand on his new shawl.  He died the following morning, 

but Sharon was so grateful he had received a new one 

before his death and thankful for the opportunity through 

visitations to have known this fine, gentle and good per-

son, sharing thoughts, laughter and prayer together.

MALAWI: VILLAGES  
Along the East Coast of the United States many people 

lost electricity during Hurricane Irene. There were stories 

of how people managed without power for days. It was 

undoubtedly a struggle; but, eventually, power was re-

stored. In the villages of Malawi, they aren’t waiting for 

power to be restored. They never have electricity.  

Of the Malawi villages we visited, each village consisted 

of a small cluster of homes, a community bathroom and 

sometimes a preschool. The simple homes are made from 

handmade bricks usually with openings in the bricks to 

serve as windows and doors. A few homes have glass 

windows. If people have a little money, they may have a 

home with corrugated metal roofing; but typically, the 

roof is thatched. There is no running water in the village, 

so therefore, no sinks or showers. Since there is no elec-

tricity, there are no ovens. No stoves. No refrigerators. 

No microwaves.  

The community bathroom consists of a single hole in the 

ground with a small hut around it. The hut may be made 

of brick, or completely from straw. One bathroom hut 

has two small cups hanging on the side of the open door-

way for washing hands; however, there is no water 

source near the bathroom. A trip to the well is necessary 

if you want water. Another brick bathroom has a thatched 

roof with much of the straw missing - giving new mean-

ing to the word: skylight. Please keep the people of Mala-

wi in your prayers.
